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FEAZELL ARRESTED TODAY

~ MclLennan County District Attorney Vic Feazell was indited
by Federal authorities hours ago at the Federal Court House.

‘The charges involved 12 counts of Rackettering in Organized

Crime (RICO), bribery, and mail fraud. He was released on a
$100,000.00 unsecured bond, with provisions that he can not
talk to witnesses, can not leave the county, and federal

- authorities are reviewing the possibility that he doesn”t have

a passport.

Rumors have been persiting for the past eighteen months
Feazell would be indited. Jan Patterson, the federal attormey
has been with two federal grand juries attempting to 1ndict
Feazell. The first Grand Jury could find no evidence to bill
him, and the past Grand Jury met for a year with volumns of
testimony and many witnesses, and they too found the evidence
unconvencing. The present Grand Jury was convened a couple of
weeks ago and immediately passed on these indictments.

All of this federal action began weeks after Feazell and
State Attorney Jim Mattox questioned the validity of a Texas
Ranger Special Task Force that had been investigating "mass
murderer”" Henry Lee Lucus. Feazell and Mattox collaberated to
prove that Lucus could not have been involved in many of the
murders because he was drawing food stamps in Flordia when he
was allededly killing people in Texas and the Southwest,

The Texas Ranger”s and their boss Jim Adams of the Texas
Department of Public Safety were appalled that the iIntegrity
of one of the most famous crime fighting organizations in the
United States was being called into question. On the local
level Adams and his friend Waco City Manager David Smith began
to question the integrity of the District Attormey’s office.
The strained cooperation between the D.A.”s office and Waco
P.D. Dbecame mnon-existant. WFAA-TV  of Dallas did an
investigative series on Feazell explaining DWI kickbacks,
while CBS s 60 Minutes investigated Feazell and concluded 1t
was a wiltch-hunt.

With rumors flying every day, the Waco news media were
bombarded with Vic being indicted any time now, for the past
